All quoted costs are for construction only, I EXCLUDE fabric, buttons and other notions.  These can be 

supplied by the client or I will provide at my cost plus 20%.  Quoted cost includes machine topstitching and 

buttonholes or hand worked topstitching and buttonholes available for additional fee.

Frock Coat – single breasted $150.00  $250.00  3 ½ yd fabric, 3 yd lining, 11 – ¾”   

        buttons, 2 – 5/8” buttons 

  

Frock – double breasted  $200.00  $350.00  4 yd fabric, 3 yd lining, 20 – 7/8”   

        buttons, 2 – 5/8” buttons 

 

Trousers    $75.00  $125.00  2 yd fabric, ½ yd lining, 11 – 5/8”  

 Side seam or mule ear pocket, watch pocket   buttons   

 

Vest    $50.00  $150.00  ½ yd fabric, 1 yd back fabric,  2 yd  

      lining, 9  -  5/8” buttons

Ball Gown top – plain  $100  $200  1 ½ yd fabric, 1 yd lining

Day Dress or Ball Gown Skirt $100  -  at least 5 yds fabric

Corded Petticoat  $25/kit, $15 half day workshop   $40 

    **beginning sewing skills necessary

Most cottons for dresses      $7/yd  45” wide

Fittings:    Personal fittings are ideal, but sometimes circumstances, time  

and distance won’t allow.   Please try to plan for at least one fitting, either at my home  

or at an event.  If this is not possible, I will need the following  

measurements (with a tailor’s measuring tape, not a carpenter’s!):   

Men’s garments: (A)neck circumference, (B)shoulder width,  

(C)length from back bone to desired sleeve length with arm out to the side,  

(D)base of neck to waist, (E)base of neck to desired length, (F)chest circumference,  

(G)waist circumference, (H) outseam length, (I) inseam length. 

Ladies Garments: Above plus finished length over hoop 
 

Fabric: I can work with yours or mine, or a combination of both.  

 I have several good wholesale sources, so check with me before buying,  

or go shopping with me at an event! 

 

Note:  I include all thread, piping and interfacing in the construction cost.  

Any additional trims are extra at cost plus 20% or supplied by the client.  Construction  

cost includes three fittings: measurement, midpoint and final.  Additional fittings  

or alterations are a minimum $25 fee.
